A GREEN HOME . . . BEFORE IT WAS COOL
Buckminster Fuller-inspired Home in Los Angeles’ Mountain Getaway of Big Bear Lake 

Is Model of Environmental Awareness and Tranquil Shangri-La.

Glendale, Calif. —Engineer, innovator, philosopher and futurist Buckminster Fuller’s 1947 invention—the geodesic dome, is re-imagined among the Ponderosa pines of Big Bear Lake in the alpine village’s “dome home.” The property, which goes on sale July 1st, was originally built in 1987. Its signature dome structure remains intact, but the interior of the house has been redesigned, redecorated and fully furnished, including carefully selected Impressionist painting reproductions from the Masters. The home’s original owner was a former Olympic Silver Medalist from Bulgaria in the pentathlon event.
At 7,400 feet above sea level—one of the highest elevations in the community, the structure’s design is a marvel of “more for less” philosophy that permeates today’s environmental dialogue. The energy efficiency and strong structural design of a geodesic dome was then born out of Fuller’s call for managing the world’s resources and using less of them.  Even the oldest and most architecturally beautiful buildings in Europe and Asia are arched domes and clear-span structures. Now, like a page from today’s newspaper headlines, the Big Bear Dome Home is ecologically sensitive without sacrificing an arresting aesthetic. "The powerful octagon, celestial dome, sensuous curves and embracing arches make this home a sanctuary for the artistic soul." - Jenny Liu, Feng Shui Expert and Founder of Liu-FengShui.com
The Dome Home’s backyard property line marks the beginning of the San Bernardino National Forest. The tri-level home has four bedrooms, three and one-half baths, including a sauna, and a two-car garage. There are two fireplaces (one of Vermont soapstone), a wet bar and entertainment area, electronically controlled pentagonal skylights, octagonal foyer entry, cedar paneling, and upstairs loft office/library leading into the master bedroom and bath. The ceilings in all the bedrooms have a recreation/interpretation of Big Bear’s expansive, star-studded “skyscape” in a twinkling mural discernable only at night in a darkened room. The painting reproductions throughout the home feature some of the most recognizable works of Monet, Picasso, Renoir, Klimt, Van Gogh and others (more photos at www.BigBearDomeHome.com)
The Big Bear Dome Home is located in the “Upper Moonridge” area at 160 Yosemite Drive. The asking price is $2,495.00. The listing is with Paul Yalnezian of Right Home®. Big Bear’s alpine environment is dominated by pine and oak forests. The area, just 100 miles northeast of Los Angeles (easily accessible via Big Bear Lake’s own airport), provides a natural habitat for approximately 30 winter bald eagles and 29 species of rare plants, 10 of which are indigenous to the area.
